As changes to the Higher Education Opportunity Act of 2008 encourage colleges and universities to develop ini-
tiatives that offer postsecondary education opportunities to students with intellectual disabilities, Disability Ser-

vices providers find that their work is impacted, as students with intellectual disabilities begin to have a larger 
presence on their campuses. This session is designed as an interactive presentation and discussion of the issues

The 411 on Disability Disclosure: A Workbook for Youth with Disabilities 
The 411 on Disability Disclosure: A Workbook for Youth with Disabilities is designed for youth and adults 

working with them to learn about disability disclosure. This workbook helps young people make informed deci-
sions about whether or not to disclose their disability and understand how that decision may impact their edu-

cation, employment, and social lives. Based on the premise that disclosure is a very personal decision, the 
Workbook helps young people think about and practice disclosing their disability. 

 
The workbook does not tell a young person what to do. Rather, it helps them make informed decisions about 

disclosing their disability, decisions that will affect their educational, employment, and social lives. MS Word 
versions of the 411 on Disability Disclosure Workbook are designed specifically for those visitors using screen 

readers and/or braille translators. Phrases such as "pullout" and "sidebar" will be used throughout the Word 
documents to give readers with low vision and/or blindness a better understanding of how the text is laid out 

in the PDF version (with complete graphics).
