National

Down Syndrome Aim High Resource Center Scholarship This scholarship is offered in the $250-$2000 rage. One scholarship is offered to a student with Down syndrome each year who is going for vocational training or post-secondary education. This scholarship is offered only to students living in NY State. 

National Down Syndrome Society O'Neill/Tabani Enrichment Fund- Offers five $2,000 scholarships nationally to students with Down syndrome who are pursuing postsecondary education. Applications are closed for the 2011 year. Applications for the 2012 year open up in late May/Early June. Information will be posted on this page. 

Band of Angels Scholarship- (Amount of scholarship not listed) Scholarship is offered nationally for students with Down syndrome who are pursuing post-high school education. 
Down Syndrome Footprint Scholarship- (Amount of scholarship can change) Scholarship is offered nationally for students with Down syndrome who are pursuing post-high school education. Students in their last year of high school who plan to pursue a post-secondary education are encouraged to apply. 
United Parent Support for Down Syndrome Scholarship- Six $2,500 scholarships are awarded nationally for students with Down syndrome pursuing vocational or post-secondary options. 

Regional

Connecticut Down Syndrome Congress- Offers two scholarships for students with Down Syndrome. One scholarship ($1,000) is presented to a student trying to further his or her education. Another scholarship ($2,000) is president to a student pursuing post-secondary education. These scholarships are available only to Connecticut residents. 
Down Syndrome Association of Central Ohio- Offer scholarships for part time students ($1,000) and full time students ($2,000). The site is being revamped, and interested applicants may want to call 614-263-6020. These scholarships are available only to residents of Ohio. 
Marilyn Casper Academic Scholarship- Awards a $1,000 scholarship to a student with Down syndrome pursuing vocational training or post-secondary education. This is only open to students in Northern Indiana and Southwest Michigan.
